MUNICIPALITY OF RHODOS CALLED OFF THE DAPS BUILDING

3 months ago, the municipality of Rhodos has decided to support our sterilisation programme by donating an old building, to use it as a veterinary clinic. 

The donation was already officially confirmed on paper, and stamped by the municipality. Sure as we were about the building, we started to promote our society in relation of this building and planned its renovation.

At the end of last week, at the time the municipality wanted to give us the key of the building, the town of Rhodos suddenly interfered, and pressed the municipality to cancel the donation.

The reason was that the building doesn’t belong to the municipality, but to a Turkish community, which is supervised by the town of Rhodos. Because the town and the municipality belong to opposite political parties, which do not tend to collaborate, the town cancelled the donation of the building to DAPS. 

Ofcourse DAPS was now faced with a problem, because we were very close to starting the sterilization program, and suddenly there was no clinic to start it in. 

DAPS decided immediately to search for another place, this time a rental, desperate because of the fact that governmental decisions can not be relied on.

By the way, one day after the negative decision, DAPS was informed that the lost building would be broken down within a year, because of a new street that is going to be built.  

So we decided immediately to search for an alternative place to rent, which we found in Kalithea. Now we are busy with cleaning and doing some small changes. After 4 months of waiting, fighting with bureaucracy and the governmental employers who don’t supported our idea at all, we can finally start soon.
